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need to see the file on Verizon permit on
that before we can approve that.

So you think 1t will be —- oh, you
don"t know how long 1t will be.

RAQUEL GRAVALLES: It should come iIn
pretty quickly 1T they"re out there tagging
our ducts already. | would say probably by
the time of the next hearing we may have it
by that time.

RICHARD SCALI: Yes, 1t seems very
dangerous to me. | don"t know whose wires
they are. Roberts Road.

Anything else before us? Motion then
to adjourn. Moved.

GEORGE FERNANDES: Second.

RICHARD SCALI: All 1n favor?

GEORGE FERNANDES: Yes.

RICHARD SCALI: Aye.
