It is important for the
safety of pedestrians on the sidewalk that there are no visual obstructions around the perimeter of the
driveway. During my inspection I found a 6-foot stockade fence on the west side of the driveway along
the entire property line. The fence would prevent a driver backing out the driveway to sce people walking
by on the sidewalk from the south.
