POVERTY STRATEGY. WITH THE FOUNDRY BUILDING, 
DON'T BECOME LIKE, THE PLANNERS OF THE VOPLE AND 
SULLIVAN COURT HOUSE SITES, WHO FALED TO INCLUDE 
AND ADDRESS THE GROWING CRISIS OF HOMELESSNESS, 
AND HOW THESE SITES COULD HAVE BEEN UTILIZED TO 
HELP THE HOMELESS SECTOR BUILD A PRACTICAL PATH 
OUT OF POVERTY. 

THE FOUNDRY BUILDING, VOLPE AND SULLIVAN SITES ARE 
THE ANSWERS TO THE PRAYERS OF MANY OF CHURCES, 
SYNOGUES, MOSQUES, AND OTHER LOCAL HOUSES OF 
WORSHIP, THAT SEEK TO SOLVE THE IMMEDIATE HOUSING 
NEEDS OF THOSE HOMELESS IN OUR MIDST. 

THE FIVE YEAR CONSOLIDATED PLAN, THE 10 YEAR PAN TO 
END HOMELESSNESS, HUD'S TITLE FIVE MANDATE, AND A
