As requested I am responding to the above council order requesting a report on disturbances caused by Millbrook Cold Storage located on Medford Street in Somerville.


The Cambridge Police Department contacted Deputy Chief Paul Upton of the Somerville Police Department and requested any information the Somerville Police Department regarding disturbances caused by trucks going in and out of the Millbrook Cold Storage.  Deputy Upton was aware of one complaint resulting from trucks located at Millbrook. This incident originated from a Somerville resident complaining that truck engines were idling at all hours of the night.  Somerville Police Traffic Officers responded and were able to confirm that the trucks idling were doing so legally. 


Given that Millbrook Storage is a cold storage facility, all incoming trucks are equipped with refrigeration units that must remain running to keep the load cold during loading and unloading.  During the initial complaint, Millbrook Storage management agreed to get the trucks in and out of the location as fast as possible in order to keep the idling time down to a minimum. 

Deputy Chief Upton was not familiar with any additional complaints since then. The department will continue to monitor the situation and report any issues to the Somerville Police Department.
