process for the Concord Avenue reconstruction 
The reconstruction of Concord Avenue includes repaving of the roadway and construction of new sidewalks, a crossing island at Spinelli Place, raised bicycle lanes, additional green space, and a new water main.  This project was initiated by the poor condition of the pavement and a need to upgrade water service in the corridor, which led to a planning process and review of how well the corridor functioned for all users.  Concord Avenue is currently in construction and is anticipated to be complete in the spring of 2011.   

In preparation for the reconstruction of Concord Avenue, staff from the Community Development, Public Works and Traffic Parking and Transportation departments began a process to review the relevant data, conditions and function of the corridor for users.  Previous planning work described in the Concord Alewife Plan of 2005 formed a basis for the review.  The Concord Alewife plan included a vision for the area that emphasized the creation of a people-oriented sense of place with strong bicycle, pedestrian and transit connections to reduce the traffic impacts of new development.  Specific approaches identified in the study to reduce automobile use included improving access to transit, designing a walkable and bike-friendly community and, in particular, improving the pedestrian environment along Concord Avenue.

The redesigned street will help realize this vision by: making the street more pedestrian and bicycle friendly with both the bicycle way and sidewalks that are buffered from vehicle traffic by a tree/street furniture zone; creating additional green space along the north or “business” side of the street; narrowing the roadway to help slow traffic with raised bicycle lanes that create a separation between cyclists and roadway traffic; and creating a raised crossing island at Spinelli Place to give pedestrians, including school children, a protected refuge in the middle of the road and to encourage vehicles to yield to pedestrians.  

The proposed street design was reviewed by the City’s Bicycle and Pedestrian committees as well as relevant City departments.  At a large community meeting of residents and property owners on March 10, 2009 attendees reviewed the plan and voiced strong support for the multi-modal access improvements and upgrades to the urban design and green space in the corridor. Outreach to create awareness of the project and community meeting was extensive and included posting the meeting notice with the City Clerk and on the City’s web calendar and Department of Public Works website, as well as press releases in the Cambridge Chronicle and Boston Globe City Weekly section.

Direct outreach included a mailing to owners of record for 187 parcels within the project area (Concord Avenue, Blanchard Road, plus one block in on abutting side streets and entire abutting dead end) and a mailing/e-mailing to 196 attendees/interested persons from other recent public processes in the neighborhood (such as the Concord-Alewife Study, Blanchard Road Improvements, and projects in the Cambridge Highlands).  Members of the Cambridge Highlands Neighborhood Association, Concord-Alewife Study Committee and Cambridge City Council were also notified.

The public meeting announcement was as follows:

Concord Avenue Reconstruction (Fresh Pond Parkway to Blanchard Road)

The City of Cambridge is in the process of applying for a $1.2M grant from the Commonwealth’s Executive Office of Transportation and Public Works (EOTPW) Public Works Economic Development (PWED) grant program for the reconstruction of Concord Avenue between Blanchard Road and Fresh Pond Parkway, including:

· Repaving the street, and maintaining the existing number of lanes available for vehicles

· Constructing new concrete sidewalks to provide a continuous walking path for pedestrians, and adding an improved crossing at Spinelli Place

· Enhancing bicycle facilities by raising bicycle lanes along Concord Avenue and improved connections to and from the paths at the reservation.

· Adding additional green space through significant planting opportunities, which would create a “green” gateway into the corridor.

These proposed improvements are consistent with the following goals outlined in the 2005 Concord Alewife Study:

· Enhance the character of Concord Avenue by improving its streetscape

· Improve traffic circulation within the Quadrangle by enhancing existing roads

· Improve the streetscape within the Quadrangle to enhance the pedestrian and bicycle environment

· Strengthen pedestrian/bicycle access to Alewife Station to improve connections to transit and to the Minuteman Path and Linear Park

· Improve the pedestrian environment along Concord Avenue and providing safe crossings.

The PWED Program was created by the Legislature to assist municipalities in funding transportation infrastructure for the purpose of stimulating economic development.  One of PWED’s stated objectives is to advance the Commonwealth of Massachusetts’ Sustainable Development Principles, which include mixed use development, transportation choice, and regional benefits, making the proposed improvements along Concord Avenue a good candidate for funding.
