SCOPE OF SERVICES SPECIFICATIONS

1. General

The City of Cambridge is seeking contractors to install “post and ring” bike racks throughout the City.  Bike racks will be installed in three (3) types of surfaces: concrete, asphalt, turf.  (The installation on concrete will vary depending on how shallow the area is due to any structure under the sidewalk (e.g. subway tunnel).  On areas where the surface is brick, the minimum of bricks will be removed to allow the installation of the bike rack and out back after the installation is completed.)  It is the purpose and intent of these specifications to provide for the installation of bicycle parking racks at various locations in the City of Cambridge for a period of one year, with an option to renew for an additional twelve months, at the sole discretion of the awarding authority.  The first installation will involve approximately 25 in-concrete-ground mounts and 20 mounts on shallow concrete below a brick surface.  Subsequent installations will be performed at two separate times throughout the year, once in the fall and once in the spring.  Each of the two periods will involve the installation of approximately 10 to 20 bike racks.  The Cambridge Community Development Department Bicycle and Pedestrian Coordinator or an authorized representative will identify specific locations.  Locations will be identified by site drawings and will be marked on site by the City using white spray paint.  A circle will mark the spot from which the bike rack post should protrude vertically while a line through the circle will indicate the orientation of the bike rack ring.

2. Conditions

A. All work to be done under this contract shall be at the direction of the Bicycle and Pedestrian Coordinator of the Cambridge Community Development Department or an authorized representative (“Owner”).

B. The actual work will be conducted on two separate occasions, one in the fall and one in the spring.  Each installation must be completed within the time of the delivery promise (upon notification to proceed).  No delivery promise of more than three weeks will be acceptable. The timeframe for the installation of any additional “as needed” work will be negotiated between The Cambridge Community Development Department and the Contractor and will involve a minimum of 15 rack installations.  

C. Unless otherwise specified, the specifications and design details are intended to include everything obviously requisite and necessary for the proper installation and completion of the work, whether each necessary item is mentioned herein or not.  The specifications and design details are intended to be cooperative and any called for in one and not the other shall be binding as if called for in both.  If a discrepancy exists between an item called for in the specifications and design details, the Contractor shall consult an appointed installation supervisor from the Cambridge Community Development Department.

D. All work herein specified or called for on the design details shall be executed in accordance with all governing ordinances, laws and regulations that meet all local conditions.  Additionally, any changes and/or additions in the work necessary to meet those ordinances, laws, regulations and/or conditions shall be made without additional cost to the City.

E. The only authority to approve work performed by the Contractor, make field changes that are deemed necessary and approve estimates submitted by the Contractor for payment is the Bicycle and Pedestrian Coordinator or an authorized representative.  The Contactor shall not assign or sublet the whole or any part of this work without obtaining the prior consent of the owner approving the specific party to whom it is proposed to sublet the same.

F. The Contractor shall provide and pay for all transportation required delivering and removing from the site all materials as required for the work shown and specified.

G. The Contractor shall furnish all such equipment, tools and labor necessary to expedite work in an acceptable manner, to a speedy completion.  The Contract is based on the Contractor furnishing equipment, tools and labor that are suitable to carry out this contract in a professional manner, unless otherwise herein specified.

H. The entire installation shall fully comply with all local and state laws and ordinances and with all established codes applicable thereto.  The Contractor shall be responsible for all required permits and shall arrange for all necessary inspections.  In particular, the contractor shall make certain to contact and gain approval from Dig Safe before any work is begun.  Fees for permits given by the City of Cambridge shall be waived.  The Contractor shall assume payment of any other fees with this contract.

I. City shall have the right to require alterations of, additions to, and deductions from the work shown on the design details or described in the specifications without rendering void the contract.  All such items shall be covered in proposal form but shall not proceed with the changes until the City has given signed authorization.  In each case, the price agreed to be paid for the work under the contract shall be increased or decreased for the work added or omitted.  In the event the value of the work or cost adjustment furnished by the Contractor is unacceptable to the City, the contract shall be performed without reference to said change order.

J. City of Cambridge reserves the right to reject any or all bids if it is in the public interest to do so.

K. If Contractor refuses or fails to execute the work with such diligence as will ensure its completion within the contract time and as specified in these Contract Documents, the City, by written notice to the Contractor, may terminate the Contractor’s right to proceed with the contract.

3. Work to Be Performed
A. Install new bicycle racks in accordance with manufacturer’s drawings and additional specifications from the City of Cambridge.  Installation may be in cement concrete or bituminous concrete sidewalks and parking medians or in the planting areas or other designated areas along the public streets.  In certain locations above subway tunnels, a plate mounting system shall be used.  Locations may also be in similar material on public property not specifically a sidewalk.

B. Upon installation of new bicycle rack, the work area shall be repaired to match existing conditions.

C. Installation of Bicycle Parking Rack: pipes must be inserted plumb and true and should be verified by level.  Installation of bicycle racks shall be as shown on the attached manufacturer’s drawings with additional modifications by the City of Cambridge.  Bike rack rings shall be parallel or perpendicular to the curb or sidewalk furniture according to drawings provided by the City and according to on-site spray paint markings.  Bike rack rings shall be a suitable distance from the ground as indicated in the installation specs.  Crooked work shall be removed and reset by the Contractor at the request of the city of Cambridge.  Poured grout and concrete shall meet City of Cambridge Department of Public Works Specifications, and shall be flush with surrounding surface

4. Materials and Installation

A. Following installation, the racks shall be free of any concrete or other residue.

B. Epoxy Grout: Super Por Rok by Brock and White (800–880-3210) shall be used in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations. 
C. Cement Concrete: 3500 psi cement concrete, 5-6% air entrained shall be used where indicated and shall conform to the relevant provisions of MDPW Standard Specifications, Sections 430 and M4.  Quickcrete or similarly fast-drying concrete mixtures are preferable.

D. In Brick Sidewalks: the brick must be removed and re-laid in a stone dust setting bed of one (1) inch over cement concrete post case.  Concrete base must be flush with, or slightly below surrounding brick, and surrounding bricks must be free of concrete or other residue following installation.

E. Additional Modifications: The Community Development Supervisor overseeing the installations reserves the right to request any small modifications to the installation process at any time in the interest of best suiting the needs of any particular situation or location.  Any such modifications shall not be unduly burdensome.  

F. Payment: The contract unit prices paid for the following shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials (including epoxy, cement and bituminous concrete, stonedust, paint and tools) and equipment and incidentals required to install bicycle parking racks in accordance with these technical provisions, the details shown on the plans and as decided by the Community Development Supervisor.

G. Caution Tape:  Yellow construction tape shall be placed on the installed bike rack and removed only when all cements and epoxies have cured completely. 

Include quotes for the following five types of installations:

Installation in concrete sidewalk: Installation shall follow the manufacturer’s specifications for “in ground mount”.  Furthermore the Contractor shall use the recommended 4” core hole diameter size and shall core drill to a 9” depth.
Installation in Brick: the Contractor shall remove the minimum of bricks to core drill 7” into the surface below.  The rack shall then be installed as per the “in ground mount” specifications.  Bricks shall be reinserted where possible and any remaining space between the brick and bike rack pole shall be filled with concrete.

Installation in Sallow Concrete (above subway tunne)l: The Contractor shall use plated surface mount racks. The Contractor shall remove the minimum of bricks to allow space for surface mount plates.  The Contractor shall then remove any stone dust or other obstacles preventing the bike rack plate from flush, uniform contact with the concrete below.  The contractor shall then follow the manufacturer’s specifications for “foot mount” 

using the provided concrete spikes.  Prior to inserting spikes, special attention shall be paid to insure that the rack post is plumb and true and that the ring is parallel or perpendicular to the curb or other sidewalk furniture in accordance with drawings provided for the specific site.  The open space around the pole shall be filled with concrete and shall be flush or slightly lower than the surrounding brick. 

Installation in dirt: The Contractor shall dig a 2’ by 2’ 6” depth hole at the specified location and then follow the manufacturer’s specifications for “new sidewalk” using the “sleeve method”.  The City will provide the Contractor with the required manufacturer’s sleeve.
