SCOPE OF SERVICES

Specifications:

This specification is for the purchase of a Liquid Ion Chromatograph.  The equipment supplied under this bid is intended to interface with and to control an existing Liquid Ion Chromatograph Dionex DX-120 system in the Cambridge Water Department water quality laboratory.

Brand or Trade Names referred to herein are for identification purposes only, and do not limit bidder to such brands, provided alternates offered are equal in quality and function to those specified.

Descriptive literature that contains complete specifications should be included with the alternate bids.

Technical Specifications:

System must be compatible with the existing system Dionex DX-120 and Auto sampler AS 40.  This is to include operational control, data handling and export.

The system shall be able to run SM 4110B and EPA Method 300.0 & 300.1 with detection of Bromate, Bromide, Nitrate, Nitrite as Nitrogen at 1ppb level at presents of high concentration of Chloride (130ppm).

The system shall include Windows XP Workstation and Data collection software able to run/control existing system DX-120 and AS40 and the newly purchased equipment concurrently.  The system shall have ability to load software at another workstation to access data via internal network.  The work station shall be equipped with two (2) network cards.

The auto sampler provided shall be compatible with AS40 so existing accessories for that auto sampler can be used with both units.  The auto sampler provided shall be able to be used as a shared auto sampler between the two systems as well as a dedicated unit for the equipment specified.

· Must be totally integrated and preconfigured ion chromatograph consisting of a pump, conductivity detector, conductivity cell, column heater, electrolytic eluent generation, electrolytic suppressor, injector, columns, and any optional components.

· Must be a serial dual piston PEEK pump design.  The pump must be microprocessor controlled constant stroke, variable speed.  The heads must be compatible with aqueous eluents of pH 0 – 14 and reversed-phase solvents.  The pump must be fully controlled through Chromeleon software; alternative control via TTL or relay closures.  The maximum operating pressure must be at least 5000 psi, pressure ripple < 1.0% from 0.4 to 2.0mL/minute @ 1000 to 3000 psi, flow rate range at least 0.05 to 5.0 mL/min in 0.01 increments, flow precision <0.2%, and flow accuracy < 1.0% set value + 2µL/min, whichever is greater.  The pump must also have a piston seal wash, which can be continuous when connected to rinse solution supply.
· Must allow for user-selectable high and low pressure limits to automatically stop the pump in the event of leaks, flow restrictions, flow blockages, or empty eluent reservoirs.  The upper limit must be at least 0-35 Mpa or 0-5000 psi in one unit (Mpa or psi) increments; lower limit must be settable up to one unit lower than upper limit setting.
· Must allow for advanced single-range digital output with operating range to 3200 uS full scale and alternate mode to permit dual-range analog signal output.  The digital output must also be auto ranging over at least seven orders of magnitude.  A digital output that is auto ranging eliminates the need to change ranges during a run.  Changing ranges can lead to an increase in baseline noise, loss of sensitivity, and the possibility of having to reanalyze the sample.
· Must be a microprocessor-controlled digital signal processor conductivity detector with a 8kHz square wave cell drive, linearity of 1% at 1 mS, resolution of 0.1 nS, full scale single output ranges of 0-3200 µS in digital and 0-3200 µS in analog, electronic noise: + 0.1 nS when background conductivity is 0-10 µS, + 1 nS when background is 101-1000 µS, filter rise times from 0 to 10 s, user selectable, and temperature compensation fixed at 1.7% per ºC at cell temperature.
· Must have heated and thermostated high performance conductivity detection cell which permits conductivity measurements that are unaffected by temperature variation for improved reproducibility.  The cell temperature must be settable in 1ºC increments from ambient +7 ºC to 55 ºC and have a stability < 0.01 ºC.  The electrodes must be passivated 316 stainless steel and the body must be chemically inert polymeric material.  The cell volume must be < 1 µL and the heat exchanger must be low dispersion.  The maximum cell operating pressure must be at least 2 Mpa (300psi).
· Must have a column heater.  The heater provides day-to-day consistency, ensuring reproducibility and stability.  The column heater must provide preheating of eluent prior to the column, which ensures the column set point temperature.  The heater must also have a transparent cover, which allows viewing of the column without temperature disruption.
· Must provide for electrolytic isocratic and gradient eluent generation.  Electrolytic eluent generation converts deionized water into high purity eluents on-line.  Electrolytic eluent generation is capable of delivering hydroxide eluents for anion separations and methanesulfonic acid eluents for cation seperations.  Electrolytic eluent generation minimizes time, labor, operation costs, and eluent preparation errors.
· Must have a continuously regenerated trap column.  The trap column must be a high-pressure device that is regenerated electrolytically and must not require off-line regeneration.  The trap column removes ionic impurities from the eluent/water, which results in lower baseline drift.
· Must have built in control for the SRS and Atlas electrolytic suppressors.  Auto Suppression with electrolytic suppression reduces background conductivity and provides high signal-to-noise ratios.  Suppressor control for the 
AES must be at least 0-150 mA in 1mA increments and for the SRS at least 0-500 mA in 1 mA increments.  Suppressor must be self-regenerating.  Chemical suppression of the eluent must be achieved by utilizing electrolysis and dialysis through a micro membrane or monolith disks.  Suppressor device must not cause retention time shifts due to suppressor becoming expended during normal operation.  Suppressor must not require the use of extra pumps, valves or solid phase reagents to achieve eluent suppression.

· Must have full control and digital data collection available with Windows™ based Chromeleon Chromatography Workstation via a USB high-speed communication protocol.  Must contain a built-in two-part USB hub.
· Must have preloaded application templates for all instrument parameters.
· Must have as an option a built in vacuum degas which provides, in-line degassing of eluents ensuring reproducibility and protection of eluents from contamination and decomposition.  Control of the degas operation must be able to be automated to sense when degassing is required.
· Must utilize TTL controls for external pump, injection valve, range selection, and signal offset.  Must at least two relay outs, and four programmable inputs.
· Must have an autosensing power supply.
