This specification is for the purchase of two laboratory analytical systems, a Purge and Trap System for a Hewlett Packard Model 5890 (Items 01-06) and a  Total Organic Carbon Analyzer System  (Items 07-12).  

Brand or Trade Names referred to herein are for identification purposes only, and do not limit bidder to such brands, provided alternates offered are equal in quality and function to those specified. Descriptive literature that contains complete specifications or the complete specifications should be included with the alternate bids. 

Technical Specifications
