
AN ACT RELATIVE TO THE ONE-YEAR CAMBRIDGE RESIDENCY PREFERENCE FOR PERSONS BEING CONSIDERED FOR ORIGINAL APPOINTMENT TO THE CAMBRIDGE POLICE FORCE and fire force
Notwithstanding any other general or special law to the contrary, the following special act shall govern in the City of Cambridge.

SECTION 1.
Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 58 of Chapter 31 and any other general or special law relative to civil service to the contrary, the administrator, as defined in Section 1 of Chapter 31, when certifying names to the appointing authority, as defined in Section 1 of Chapter 31, of the City of Cambridge for the City of Cambridge’s police force and fire force is hereby authorized to place the names of individuals who were residents of the City of Cambridge at the time of obtaining a high school diploma or its equivalent, but who thereafter left the City of Cambridge to pursue higher education for a period of four or more years, and thereafter returned to the City of Cambridge upon college graduation, on the eligible list for original appointment to the police force or fire force of the City of Cambridge, in the same manner as if the individual had been a resident of the City of Cambridge for a period of one year immediately prior to the date of examination.

SECTION 2.
If any provision of this Act or the application of such provision to any person or circumstance shall be held invalid, the validity of the remainder of this Act and the applicability of such provision to other persons or circumstances shall not be affected thereby.

SECTION 3.
The provisions of this Act shall be effective immediately upon passage.
