In Fact and Fiction

Over the summer, | decided to read all seven of
Jacqueline Winspear’s Maisie Dobbs books, a series
of British detective novels set in post-World War |
England. While the books were a lot of fun to read,
many of them (if not all of them) touched on the
short-term and long-term effects of war on soldiers,
nurses, and civilians. In Among the Mad (2009), the
sixth book in the series, Winspear explores the
devastating wartime condition known today as Post-
traumatic stress disorder (PTSD).

The American Psychiatric Association defines PTSD
as “an emotional illness that develops when a person
is exposed to a highly dangerous, very terrifying,
possibly life-threatening event.” In other words,
PTSD is an acquired disability that distorts a
survivor’s social reality; it extends that person’s
traumatic experience by weeks, months, or even
years, making it difficult for the person to feel safe or
free from harm.

Though Winspear wrote about
PTSD — “neuroses,” as it was
then called — as it was
perceived in 1931, little has
changed. War remains a
traumatizing exercise in mental
and physical exhaustion,
regardless of technological
advances or new terrain.

Yet this fact does nothing to
undermine the tremendous
sacrifice that soldiers and their
families make.

As long as war has existed, it seems, people from all
walks of life have been affected by PTSD in some
form or another. According to Psychiatric-
Disorders.com, “people have been experiencing
extremely stressful, potentially life-threatening events
for centuries.” It follows that trauma-induced stress
as severe as PTSD has likely “plagued humans for
quite some time before the APA officially recognized
it as an emotional disorder.”

Of course, PTSD has been featured in many cultural
works since its 1980 APA recognition. As readers
and audiences became more familiar with the disorder
over the years — either through a personal connection
or more readily-accessible information — authors, as
well as filmmakers, artists, and musicians, have found
a significant point of interest to discuss in their work.

Still, 1 wasn’t expecting to come across such an
intense topic in my “light” summer reading. Though
I was aware of the main symptoms of PTSD and have
even had family members who were affected by the
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disorder, I never quite grasped its far-reaching impact.
Winspear’s work was a reminder that PTSD is not a
recent phenomenon, nor is it a distinctly American —
or British — condition. If there is anything positive
about this impairment, it is that it represents another
commonality among people of all cultures and
backgrounds.

I won’t spoil it for you, but in Winspear’s novel, the
character who experiences PTSD emphasizes over
and over again how alone he feels since serving in the
war, and that his “neuroses” keeps him from reaching
out to others in any meaningful way. My hope is that,
in realizing the truly global impact that this acquired
disability has, people with PTSD will gain a sense of
camaraderie that extends beyond (and hopefully away
from) the battlefield.
