Jo Cole was recently sent a Court Summons of eviction by Mr. Russell Peterson of Stanton Realty Trust of Allston which is one of the very largest private property owners with over 600 apartment units, including large former rent control buildings in Cambridge where only a handful of rent control tenants remain and where rents have doubled and almost tripled; now therefore be it

AT&T Broadband has signed a new ten-year Franchise Agreement with the City of Cambridge to provide Cable TV services; and

WHEREAS:
In the Franchise Agreement AT&T Broadband committed to a 10% price discount for all Cambridge residents over the age of 65 for basic cable services; and 

WHEREAS:
In the previous 15 year Franchise Agreement, this discount was limited to seniors that lived in designated subsidized housing developments in Cambridge, yet a discount of over $5.00 was applied to seniors that purchased the Total Basic service that lived in subsidized housing; and  

WHEREAS:
It has come to the attention of this City Council that AT&T Broadband has renamed the Total Basic service to “Standard Cable” and would thus only offer the 10% discount to the most basic level of Cable TV service, providing a discount of just $0.69 per senior household; and 

WHEREAS:
It was the expectation of city officials that the new Franchise Agreement would include a senior discount on a higher level of cable service; now therefore be it

Upon the 75th Anniversary of the Battle of Gettysburg, Eli Biddle was named by President Franklin D. Roosevelt to represent Massachusetts and the northern forces at the 75th Anniversary of the Battle of Gettysburg.  At his death on April 8, 1940, he was the last survivor of the Massachusetts 54th Regiment; now therefore be it

Eli George Biddle was a husband, father, preacher and soldier.  He excelled in each of these roles.
