The City of Cambridge is encouraging healthcare providers in the region to participate in the "Mercury Challenge Program" to find alternatives to using mercury in health care equipment and products; and

The City of Cambridge recognizes that incineration is a major contributor of man-made mercury emissions and the American Public Health Association urges all health care facilities to promptly eliminate mercury containing wastes from incinerator feedstock; and

WHEREAS:
The Cambridge Public Health Department, the Cambridge Health Alliance and the Mount Auburn Hospital confirm a commitment to improving environmental management throughout their organizations, and that the Cambridge Public Health Department, the Cambridge Health Alliance and the Mount Auburn Hospital will manage, minimize and eliminate, whenever possible, the use of hazardous materials; and
