The marriage of George and Myrtle was blessed by their son George N., of whom George, Jr. was so very proud; and

WHEREAS:
After serving in the armed forces again in the Korean War, George was able to fulfill his long-standing dream to become a firefighter; in 1951, while still overseas, George was appointed as a firefighter for the City of Cambridge, one of the first African American firefighters in Cambridge; and

WHEREAS:
George served with distinction in the Cambridge Fire Department; when poor health forced his retirement in 1979, he retired as a Lieutenant; and

WHEREAS:
As a founding member of the Cambridge Chapter of the International Association of Black Professional Fire Fighters, George recruited, educated and encouraged young African-Americans to serve as firefighters in their communities; George was also an active member of the William E. Carter Post of the American Legion and a dedicated member of St. Bartholomew’s Episcopal Church; and

WHEREAS:
George Byars, Jr. passed away on February 27, 1997; and

WHEREAS:
George Byars, Jr. was a man of remarkable intelligence, diligence and integrity; he kept his own counsel and presented the world a head that was unbowed.  He was a consummate gentleman who defined dignity for all who knew him; now therefore be it

Ms. Jordan teaches ESL to adults in Chinatown and is on a very limited budget; and

WHEREAS:
Ms. Jordan has informed Mr. Perry of various problems in her apartment and sought to negotiate a more moderate rent increase with no response; and

In the bills for July service, AT&T continues to charge those customers who previously subscribed to NESN for this service, while they have promised all expanded basic service customers that this will be included as part of that service; and

AT&T has made no promise regarding when or if previous subscribers to NESN would receive credits or payments for this additional charge in July; and

WHEREAS:
The net result of this charge is that AT&T customers in Cambridge will be making a large loan to the cable monopoly without receiving additional service; now therefore be it
