Isadore was one of the founders of the Cambridge Jewish Community Center on Lee and Harvard Street where he served as an officer and organizer of the Jewish Community Center Underwriters Dinner; and

Isadore worshipped at Congregation Beth Israel on Columbia Street from 1920 until 1958, and although he moved his family to the suburbs, he continued to worship in Cambridge at the Tremont Street Shul until his death in June 2000; and

Isadore would often take his children, grandchildren, nephews and friends back to Cambridge for a tour of all the places he lived, loved and never left; now therefore be it
