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WHEREAS:
Pedro Carolino Teixeira Barbosa, born on July 4, 1945 in the city of Praia, Ilha de Santiago in the Cape Verde Islands to Olga and Raul Teixeira Barbosa; and

Pedro spent part of his childhood in the county side of Guinea-Bissau on an uncle's farm in a rural village.  He grew up mostly in the city of Mindelo on the Island of Sao Vicente in the Cape Verde Islands.  As a boy he is reported to have enjoyed fishing, soccer and eating; and

WHEREAS:
Although conscripted into the Portuguese army as a young man, he worked his way up to the rank of sergeant, a true testament of his abilities, as very few Africans were ever to serve as officers; and

WHEREAS:
After his tour of duty in the "active combat zone," Pedro worked in the public sector in both Mozambique in the former Villa Cabral, now Lichinga, in the province of Nyassa, Mozambique and in Lisbon, Portugal; and

WHEREAS:
Pedro married his teenage sweetheart Joaquina in October of 1971.  Pedro and Joaquina have known each other since they were fourteen, and not long after meeting her, his vocal talents were put to the test in serenades beseeching her love; and

WHEREAS:
Pedro and Joaquina have two sons, Moacir and Valdir; and

WHEREAS:
Having fled a hardline Marxist regime in Mozambique with his young family, Pedro landed in Portugal, only to leave again in two years, this time for the United States; and

WHEREAS:
Pedro settled his family in Cambridge amid a welcoming community of Cape Verdean family members, Portuguese neighbors and the true multi-ethnic community of the city's fame; and

WHEREAS:
Pedro worked many labor-intensive factory jobs, often two and three at a time, always focusing on bettering his education.  Having left school with the equivalent of an elementary education, yet possessing a demonstrated intellect far surpassing that level of attainment, Pedro accessed successively language education, adult education, skills training, and finally a computer science training to build a better economic future for his family; and

WHEREAS:
With determination and perseverance, and a strong loving wife to back him, Pedro passed all of these programs with flying colors and entered into a position at John Hancock Mutual Life Insurance; and

WHEREAS:
Pedro's drive to succeed and to be an example to his children, pushed him to access and complete all available computer skill development opportunities.  His demonstrated competence and facility with the emerging technologies of the late eighties and early nineties did not go unnoticed.
