Daniel Lewin , a co-founder of Akamai Technologies Inc., a leading developer of Internet services, was one of the victims of the tragic events of Tuesday, September 11, 2001 in the attack on the World trade Center in New York City; and

WHEREAS:
Daniel Lewin was aboard American Airlines Flight 11, a Boeing 767 that took off from Boston bound for Los Angeles.  Flight 11 was highjacked and crashed into the World Trade Center’s north tower at 8:45 a.m., 18 minutes before a second airliner crashed into the south tower; and

WHEREAS: 
Danny was born in Denver, Colorado, and as a young teen-ager moved to Jerusalem, where he later served as a Captain in the elite Israeli Special Forces; and 

WHEREAS:
As an officer in the Israeli army Danny trained to fight the kind of terrorism that ended his life on American Flight 11; and

WHEREAS:
Danny received his Bachelor of Arts and Science, summa cum laude form Technion in Haifa, Israel, where he was named Outstanding Student in Computer Engineering in 1995, and received his Master’s degree from MIT; and

WHEREAS:
Danny has published and presented several breakthrough papers at top computer science conferences and received several awards, including the 1998 Morris Joseph Lewin Award for Best Masterworks Thesis Presentation at MIT; and

WHEREAS:
In 1998 Danny co-founded Akamai along with Mr. Tom Leighton and Mr. Jonathan 


Seelig; and

WHEREAS:
Timothy Berners-Lee, founder of the World Wide Web, challenged Leighton’s research group to invent a better way to deliver Internet content, and thus Akamai was born; and

WHEREAS:
Fortune Magazine once called Akamai, “the quintessential Internet company; and

WHEREAS:
Akamai, using technology and algorithms developed by Mr. Lewin and others, devised one of the most efficient systems for accelerating the delivery of Internet information, especially Web pages; and

WHEREAS:
Danny had an affinity for speed and freedom, maintaining an avid interest in motorcycles, fast cars, guitars, and skiing, everyone who knew Danny knew a man who was always on the go, deeply driven, and incredibly competitive. He inspired everyone around him to work at their very best, never taking no for an answer, and

           
calling anything that got in his way obstreperous, his most favorite word.

Danny is survived by his parents, Charles and Peggy, of Jerusalem; two brothers, Jonathan and Michael, of Jerusalem; his wife, Anne; and two sons, Eitan and Itamar; and
