On May 17, 1952, Thomas joined his heart and hand in matrimony with Doris Addie Dean; the marriage of Thomas and Doris was blessed with two sons, James D. and Nathaniel C. Smyth, and three daughters, Wendy Weaver, Roselyn Jay and Emily Quinton; as the children grew up and started families of their own, Thomas became the proud grandfather of six grandchildren, Benjamin, Thomas and Tara Weaver and Samuel, Nathaniel and Hannah Smyth; and
