Upcoming projects include:  

 * Native species allow natural ecosystems to function, giving us cleaner air and water, stable hillsides and banks, and 
more diverse habitat and food sources for native animal species. Non-native species, when they spread unchecked, 
can break down natural environmental functions and can be less resilient to adverse conditions. Garlic mustard, 
pictured above, is an invasive plant that forms pure stands and releases chemicals that inhibit native plant growth.
