A. MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 5, 2007 MEETING

Mr. Weinberg moved and Ms. Roosevelt seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the February 5th meeting as written.  The vote was unanimous in favor of the motion.

B. MANAGING DIRECTOR’S REPORT

The automatic meter reading (AMR) program: The current status of the AMR Program is as follows: ~ 14,879 meter transmitter units (MTU) have been installed and ~ 8,298 meters have been replaced within cycles 1 (99.68% complete), 2 (99.96% complete), 3 (99.96% complete), 4 (99.96% complete), 5 (99.88% complete), 6 (99.96% complete) – the City is currently ~99.90% complete.  We are working on an agreement to install the last permanent DCU in Kendal Square.  There are less than 17 accounts to be installed.  We continue to install the low lead AMCO meters (<0.25% lead).  We continue to perform “exception reporting” identifying the high use accounts and providing proactive customer service.

The contact information letter that was sent out has been very successful with over 4870 responses providing the Water Department with contact information for the AMR program.

We are working on an agreement with the Volpe Building to permanently install a DCU on their roof.

Hiring Update:  Treatment Plant Operators: Hired Gary Silva and he started working for us on February 26, 2007, the second position is being re-advertised. Water Board Member: interviewing six finalists and will make a recommendation to City Manager.

Future Water Board Meetings: April topic – FY08 budget proposal and rates, May topic – TBD, June topic – possible tour of the Watershed.
