A. MINUTES OF MAY 10, 2010 MEETING

B. MANAGING DIRECTOR’S REPORT
FY11 Budget:  The City Council passed the FY11 Operating and Capital budget ($18M and $1.75M respectively).  This represents a decrease in the overall budget from the previous year as a result of chemical and energy savings, and the plant debt drop off.
MWRA:  The MWRA transmission main break was discussed.  The Cambridge perspective was handed out.  It refined the time line of the event, as well as actions taken by the Department and City.  It was noted that Cambridge residents were “happy” to be living in Cambridge during this event.
Transmission and Distribution:  
Distribution Division is fully staffed and is performing more in-house work.  An example is the replacement of 1500’ of water main on Lakeview Avenue.  
Watershed: 
MASSDOT PROJECT:  Continue working with MASSDOT on the Route 128 paving and storm drainage project.
Winter Street Dam:  Working with FEMA on the damage done to the Winter Street dam from the March 2010 storms.  The process is moving forward but is very cumbersome.  
Land Acquisition:  Working to acquire a property in the Watershed that is within our Zone A.
