



Regulation No. 02-01


Pursuant to the authority granted to me by the Cambridge Municipal Code and by the City Manager pursuant to his authority under the City Charter, I hereby promulgate the following regulation for the City of Cambridge concerning property and/or personal possessions found in any and all public parks, playgrounds, cemeteries and burial grounds located in the City of Cambridge.

1.  The storage or abandonment of personal possessions or property on public premises in or near the City’s public parks, playgrounds, cemeteries or burial grounds is hereby prohibited.

2.  Any such property may be seized and removed by the City from said parks, playgrounds, cemeteries or burial grounds.

3.  Any such property that appears to be personal possessions shall have a sticker affixed to it, by the City, providing 48 hours notice that failure to remove said property will lead to seizure by the City.

4.  Any such personal possessions seized by the City after the 48 hour period has expired, shall be stored by the Department of Public Works for seven (7) days and may be reclaimed by the owner during that time.

5.  Any such personal possessions not reclaimed by the owner within seven (7) days may be destroyed or otherwise disposed of by the City.
