A. MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 15, 2010 MEETING

B. MANAGING DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Shared Use Public Process: The “Shared Use” Public Process for Fresh Pond reservation was discussed.  There have been two meetings so far with another planned for November 30, 2010.  The first meeting was somewhat unstructured and the second was more structured and went very well.  A draft schedule of meetings with proposed topics was reviewed.  The proposed meetings are as follows: Meeting # 1 (September 14, 2010) – Introduction”; Meeting # 2 (October 19, 2010) – “Work Plan Development”; Meeting # 3 (November 30, 2010) – “Information and Communication”; Meeting # 4 (January 18/19 2011) – “Mutual Respect”; Meeting # 5 (February 15/16, 2011) – “Existing Rules”; Meeting # 6 (March 15/16, 2011) – “Suggested Rules”; Meeting # 7 (April 12/13/26, 2011) – “Access”; Meeting # 8 (May 10/11/14, 2011) – “Draft Plan Review”; Meeting # 9 (June 7/8, 2011) – “Final Plan Review”.  This is a draft proposed work plan and is subject to change based on each meetings progress and the general consensus of all parties concerned.

Watershed: 
Watershed Projects:  The discussion with MDOT relating to the Route 95 Reconstruction Project that deals with storm water runoff from the highway is moving forward.
The DCR bike path work over the conduit in Watertown is close to completion and will be on the watershed tour in the Spring.
The Trapelo Road/Winter Street bridge reconstruction is moving forward; the former Polaroid site is coming back; the request into FEMA for storm damages to the Hobbs Brook Reservoir is slowly moving forward; the City is working with Lincoln on another opportunity to acquire preservation land within the watershed.

Water Operations:
Corrosion Control Presentation: The Corrosion Control Program has been very effective in reducing the levels of lead and copper in the finished water.  Cambridge has routinely been under the trigger levels for lead and copper since the inception of this rule.  The program is fundamentally to maintain the pH of the finished water at 9 and has resulted in a significant water quality improvement.  Our most recent round of tests will allow us to test for lead and copper once every three years.  A summary of the program description and results is attached.
